Separation and exclusion cause pain, and the company of loved ones causes
pleasure; responding to feelings of social pain and pleasure, brains adjust their circuitry to local customs. In this
way, caring is apportioned, conscience molded, and moral intuitions instilled. A key part of the story is oxytocin,
an ancient body-and-brain molecule that, by decreasing the stress response, allows humans to develop the
trust in one another necessary for the development of close-knit ties, social institutions, and morality.A major
new account of what really makes us moral, Braintrust challenges us to reconsider the origins of some of our
most cherished values.
